Team-Specific Sponsorship Allocation 
 

Please note that all team-specific sponsorships will retain 100% allocation towards the team for the 

2025/2026 Soccer Season ending on September 30th, 2026, the club will not be taking any percentage 

from “Team Specific Sponsorship “- In effect October 1st, 2026, MHUSC will keep 15% from team-

specific sponsorships in order to contribute to the “MHUSC Financial Assistance Program” 

For teams that secure sponsorship below the specific recommended amounts, Mount Hamilton United 

Soccer Club offers flexibility in how those funds are used. When a team receives partial sponsorship, the 

team’s staff (coaches and managers) may determine how to best allocate the funds to support their 

season, excluding putting the name on front of home and away jerseys which will have follow the 

minimum amount from the “Team-Specific” Sponsorship  

Mount Hamilton United Soccer Club reserves the right if a team does not have the necessary sponsorship 

requirement for a logo to be put on the jersey to give priority to Gold and Premier Partners of the club. 

Eligible uses may include:  

• Team-specific equipment Training aids and resources  

• Tournament fees or festival entries  

• Team apparel or spirit wear  

• Additional development opportunities (e.g., guest sessions, facility rentals)  

All spending decisions must align with MHUSC club policies and provide equal benefit to all players on 

the team. The final allocation plan should be submitted to the club for approval before funds are used.
